How to be a good neighbor

ü Greet people in your community

ü Be considerate of your neighbors

üBeware of how loud you are

üDo not put personal items in 

shared space (corridors, etc.)



Renting your own place

üFinding foreigner -friendly housing can be 

difficult:

üConsult real estate agencies 

üUtilize guarantor service

ü Initial expenses

üDeposit (~1 to 3 monthõs rent)

üKey money (reikin) (~1 monthõs rent)

üBroker fee (~1 monthõs rent)

ü Insurance (sometimes compulsory)



Moving houses

ü Mid-March ð Mid-April is the busiest time of year

ü Contacting moving companies for a quote

ü Cancel existing utility contracts (online)

ü Moving out inspection

ü Arranging for bulky waste collection

ü Submit moving-out and moving-in notices at your 

ward office (online)

Bulky waste

üMust apply for collection ahead of time (online or phone call; Japanese only)

üPurchase the appropriate bulky waste stickers from convenience store 

üSome items are not collected by the city

üMust call the respective companies to sign contracts

üArrange for start date BEFORE moving in (~1 week prior)

üServices available to do the procedures for you

üMight need to be at home for the activation/installation procedure

Government procedures
And how to navigate them



National Pension

ü Do I have to pay national pension premiums?

üYes. Enrollment into the national pension scheme is mandatory 

for mid-to-long-term visa holders  (3 months or longer)

ü What happens to the pension money when I move away from Japan?

üYou may apply for lump-sum withdrawal  within two years of 

leaving Japan.







Health Insurance

ü Social Insurance

üWorking individuals (and members of their household)

ü National Health Insurance

üPeople who are not enrolled in social insurance

ü Insurance covers 70% of your medical bills 

ü Enrollment is mandatory





MEXT MUTUAL AID ASSOCIATION

For Those Employed at TU

ÅFull-time faculty at Tohoku University are enrolled into the health insurance and 

national pension system through the university under the MEXT Mutual Aid 

Association.

ÅThe enrollment process will be completed by host department



Do I have to pay taxes?
And what happens if I donõt?



Inhabitant Tax

u Paid towards the municipality that one resides in

u Payment slip sent out in mail

u Make payments before the deadline  via convenience store, 

designated bank, automatic transfer, or even smartphone

u Inhabitant tax may be also directly deducted from your 

paycheck ð confirm with your workplace.





Income Tax

u Paid when your annual income exceeds a certain threshold

u Most of the time: Deducted from pay cheque by employer (no 

need to file for tax return on your own)

u Tax resident after a year in Japan (must pay tax on foreign 

income)

u Scholarships are generally tax-exempt (some rare exceptions)

u Year-end adjustment (December)





Tax proxy

u Person that you appoint to take care of your 

remaining tax affairs after you leave Japan

u Proxy can be of any nationality 

u Need to submit a Notice of Tax Proxy 

Appointment to your local tax office 



Status of Residency

u Required to stay in Japan 

u Outlines the activities that an individual is allowed to do

u Permission required for activities in Japan outside the scope of 

your SoR (e.g., part -time jobs, second jobs, freelance work)

u Must apply for renewal before the period of stay expires

u Renewal/change is processed by your regional immigration bureau 

branch office (in our case, the Sendai Regional Branch) 

u If you have unpaid taxes or premiums, you will not be able to 

renew your visa
